Westland District Council (WDC) commends the West Coast Regional Council (WCRC)
on its efforts to combine 3 plans into 1 document. Westland District Council is
generally supportive of the thrust of this enabling plan, which in our view, seeks to
manage key environmental issues rather than focusing on general environmental
improvement at the cost of restrictions on ratepayers. Westland's comments relate to
providing clarity within the rules, to enable ease of understanding for the public,
implementation by Council staff and enforcement. This includes the use of increased
cross referencing and definition, especially within the stormwater rules. Our
submission seeks to ensure that onsite effluent disposal controls reflect increased rural
residential subdivision within the region. Comments are also provided on solid waste
disposal and 1080 to reflect WDC's policy.

In general, the plan's focus is understandably on traditional "rural” activities. However
the rules do not adequately address the effects of rural residential subdivision which
has occurred throughout the West Coast Region. The effects of stormwater,
earthworks and effluent disposal are not easily addressed by the proposed permitted
activity standards, and the WCRC should consider creating additional controls when
considering subdivisions of over 6 allotments. The proposed rules do not address
cumulative effect, nor provide for the consideration of potential hazard risk from the
stormwater, earthworks or onsite disposal. It is clear from submissions from the
WCRC on two publically notified subdivision consents (attached) that there are effects
caused by such subdivision that the WCRC has concerns about, but these are not

managed by the Proposed Land and Riverbed Plan. This should be amended.

Consider including provisions within the plan
to assess cumulative effect of rural residential
subdivision on stormwater, earthworks,
hazards and effluent disposal.
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
